Effectiveness of One Time Use of
Thought Record on Anxiety among
College Students

Abstract

Background — Anxiety is a negative emotion characterized by intense, excessive and persistent
worry and fear about everyday situation coupled with heightened physiological state. Anxiety is a
common emotion seen in adolescents. Anxiety and related mental health disorders are more
widespread today than ever before. Covid 19 pandemic, subsequent lockdowns and social isolation
has adversely affected the mental health of adolescents. A coping strategy that is effective, fits to
the pandemic and easy to use could serve as a solution to this ever increasing anxiety.

Aim: This study aimed to assess the effect of ‘thought record’ on reducing anxiety among
college students undergoing undergraduate course in Kerala.

Materials and Methods: Experimental and control group pre and post test design was used
for this study. The sample of 102 students (M=36, F=66) in the age group of 19 to 22 studying
undergraduate courses in Govt. College Manimalakunnu, Ernakulam, Kerala were selected randomly
from 520 students present. Effectiveness of thought record was determined by comparing pre test
and post test scores of anxiety on experimental and control group. Scores of anxiety were obtained
by administering beck anxiety inventory.

Results: The study findings revealed that there was significant reduction in anxiety among
experimental group after intervention of thought record worksheet just for one time. Control group
showed no change.

Conclusion: The study concluded that the mean difference between pre test and post test of
experimental group was 7.9 and that of the control group was —0.04, it has been proven statistically
that thought record worksheet has an effect on decreasing anxiety among college students.
