Questioning the Monopoly of Non-disabled Performers in
Disabled Roles:

A Critical Reading of The Peanut Butter Falcon and Thirike

Abstract

There is a long history of non-disabled actors portraying disabled roles in popular cinema.
Disability is often underrepresented in media, and even when disabled actors are given disabled
roles, they are shown in a way that reaffirms stereotypes. This further underlines the marginalisation
they face in their everyday lives. The art of ‘cripping up’ is still common, and accurate representations
of disabilities are so rare that it is worth celebrating when disabled artists play disabled roles. Tyler
Nilson’s and Michael Schwartz’s English movie The Peanut Butter Falcon (2019) and George
Kora’s and Sam Xavier’s Malayalam movie Thirike (2021) challenge the stigma that has been
reinforced for centuries in the film industry, by casting actors with Down syndrome. For the
entertainment industry that has been witnessing non-disabled people reigning over disabled roles,
The Peanut Butter Falcon and Thirike are revolutionary steps-probably two of the very few films
to feature persons with Down syndrome in lead roles. This paper attempts to question the monopoly
of non-disabled actors in disabled roles, using tools from Disability Studies. The study also tries to
throw light upon the fact that disabled communities in general are denied their right to self-
representation, when a disabled role is played by a non-disabled actor.

Hence the coherence and conflict inherent in the
existing sabda and artha results in determining the poetical meaning, according to those who stand
for abhidha. But there is a theoratical difference in the concept of abhidha rendered by Kuntaka and
Mahimabhatta. S.K. De who opines there is nothing new in vyanjanavritti, as well as Kuttikrishna
Mararu and Shooba K.S. who posit that logic is the material for the creation of meaning, project the
modern Indian possibilities in the study of meaning.

The conviction that individual artists' subjectivity is authentic forms a foundational principle
of Modern Art. This principle fundamentally opposes the pre-modern idea of art as a collective
endeavor, which envisioned the creative process as a vocation of a particular cast or an ensemble of
people with varying skill levels. In the context of modern art, this notion of collective creativity has
become irrelevant, as the emphasis has shifted towards the unique expressions of individual
artists.But, the historical record of Western avant-garde art belies the notion that art is solely an
individualistic pursuit.In fact, the movement has been characterized by a diverse range of collec-
tives which are conceived by modern artists as belief systems, wherein new definitions for art and
a continually expanding repertoire of experimental techniques are legitimized.These collectives
have served as a platform for modern artists to develop and express their creative ideas within a



supportive community, helping to shape the trajectory of avant-garde art.The collectives and move-
ments within the realm of modern art have been successful in transforming the field of art into an
autonomous domain of aesthetics. The crucial issue to be analyzed in the context of modern art
collectives or movements is the contradiction that arises from their focus on collective viewership
of artwork that is believed to be the product of individual self-expression. This contradiction raises
fundamental questions about the ability of a radical art movement to maintain its authenticity and
relevance in a broader social and political context, outside the realm of the art world.Building upon
these argumentsthis paper asserts that the actions of the Indian Radical Painters and Sculptors
Association were influenced by Western avant-garde art movements and represented a continua-
tion of theromantic and idealisticendeavors of Indian progressive groups during their era.

Hortus Malabaricus

Abstract

Hortus Malabaricus is a 17th-century medico-botanical treatise on the medicinal properties of
the flora of the Malabar coast.Compiled by Hendrik van Rheede, the Governor of Dutch Malabar
from 1669 to 1676 with the assistance of native informants who disclosed the traditional Ayurvedic
properties of the plants of Malabar, this text was the first of its kind in representing local or indig-
enous knowledge in a global framework.
